	BATOD Article – Development of CHSWG and parent feedback. 
Discussion held on what we would like to know from parents. Focus on gaining clarity about what the group would like to get from these meetings. Who would be a good person to facilitate the meeting?  Agreement in general that Sonya G would fit that role well to facilitate the meeting due to impartiality. Sonya G reported that another CHSWG group had 4 general questions used with parents.  It was agreed that Sonya’s report accurately reflected the discussion at the working group meeting.
Next step – what next?  What has gone well? What would you do differently?
The group feeling was that the more general questions was the right way. It was also noted that Commissioners like quantative data over quality data.
Sonya G raised the issue of paying for interpreters for parent consultation group and the need to have a budget.  It was agreed that a mixture of consultation group works well e.g. coffee mornings and parents/groups.
Karin Schamroth raised the positive use of mixing coffee mornings with questionnaires. Veronica H agreed that such an event could be organised as a focus group.
Dr Vijay raised the issue of a newly-diagnosed deaf children and the need to be specific by age.
Sonya G raised possibility of attending some of the audiology clinics.
Other suggestions included the possibility of a Saturday focus group day about services for Autism in a school for children with Autism.
It was suggested that a Haringey/Enfield day could be considered and surveys done through that means.  To be discussed again at next meeting.
